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How to put tenugui in frame

FHSWCTFIOYZH T VI ZMIELET,
Iron the tenugui.
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Have the tenugui facing the back, then place
the cardboard it (having the tape side up.)
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(Done)
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Tape the sides of tenugui on to the cardboard.

(Do in order : D@R®@)

(Be care not to make any wrinkles. It could be
prevented by pulling when taping.)
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Flip to the front and remove dust.

For the removing, using Scotch tape / Sellotape or
gummed tape is recommended.
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protector sheet
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Peel back acrylic plate’s protector sheet and

put on to the cardboard that have tenugui taped.
When you find dust between acrylic plate and the cardboard,
separate them once and wipe acrylic plate with dry cloth.
When acrylic plate become clean, put them together again.
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Set the frame in order : frame, acrylic plate, cardboard
that have tenugui taped, Styrofoam, wood plate.
(Place the ring to through the string upside.)
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Hook the back, tie the string and done.
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O How to change tenugui : (1) Take off tenugui from the cardboard softly. (2) With new tenugui, do

1~7 again (the tape could be used again.)
O Don’t use wet tenugui. The color will run.
